the main practices of resource-service integration in Peking University Library, including: integrated design to
enhance the holistic and comprehensive nature of library operations; integrated implementation to strengthen
resource-based service innovation and service-oriented resource development; integrated transformation to boost
the vitality and influence of libraries in the development of universities; integrated development to promote the
common and sustainable development of academic libraries. Expected results have been achieved in related
research and innovative practices. The article concludes by attempting to summarize the theoretical implications
of the integration of resources and services in academic libraries: resource-service integration refers to the
coordinated development of related resources and services under certain conditions, gradually enhancing the
overall characteristics, and evolving towards more efficient goals; resource-service integration requires libraries
to handle various relationships based on the division of responsibilities in management practices; the practices of
resource-service integration promotes the scientific and systematic development of disciplines such as Library
Science, Information Science, and Archival Science.
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
