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Research on the Construction of Performance Management System of

Abstract: Faced with the practical contradictions and pressures of insufficient funds and the increasing
demand for “Double First-Class”discipline construction, university libraries must further focus on the per-
formance management of information resources, improve the quality of information resources, and support
the construction and development of disciplines.
